Waiting 

Have you ever thought about how much of our lives is spent waiting? Waiting in 
line. Waiting in traffic. Waiting on someone. Waiting for news. We spend a lot of 
time waiting. Don’t you just get tired of waiting? I know I do.  

We are entering the church season (Advent) that is all about waiting. But not the 
kind of waiting you get tired of – the kind you joyfully embrace. It’s the kind of 
waiting we do when someone we love is coming home for Christmas. We prepare 
the house. We prepare to serve the finest food. We prepare ourselves. With excit-
ed anticipation, we prepare and we wait! 

In these days leading up to Christmas, we who follow Christ wait and prepare first 
and foremost, not for gifts, parties, or even family, but for our Savior. The word 
“Advent” comes from the Latin word “Adventus” which means “coming.” In      
Advent we await and prepare for the “comings” of Christ – we prepare for the 
coming of the Christ child; we experience his continual coming in Word and Spirit; 
and we prepare in anticipation of his return in final victory.  

We prepare our hearts. We prepare our minds. We prepare our lives. With excited 
anticipation, we prepare and we wait!  

Scripture is full of writings from God’s prophets (messengers) who tried to prepare 
God’s people for the coming of the Savior. The primary one we read at this time of 
year is of John the Baptist, the cousin of Jesus, who lived, taught, and baptized to 
prepare people for the coming of the Savior. He said, “Prepare the way for the 
Lord…” by changing your hearts and lives. (See Matthew 3.)  

During Advent, let’s prepare and wait together. Prepare in Sunday worship.      
Prepare with daily Advent Devotionals. Prepare in Christmas Eve worship. With 
excited anticipation, let us prepare and wait!
